EORGE W. WATERMAN, a retired farmer

residing in Barrington, is one of the worthy cit-

izens that Massachusetts hasfurnished toCook
County. He was born in the town of North Ad-
ams, Berkshire County, on November 17, 1826,
and is descended from good old Revolutionary
stock, his grandfather, Thomas Waterman, hav-
ing been a soldier in the War for Independence.
His father, Capt. George T. Waterman, was a
native of Berkshire County, and in North Adams
married Funice Hoskins, who was born in the
Bay State. He followed farming, and also en-
gaged in teaming. He served in the War of 1812,
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with the rank of Captain, and afterwards received
a pension in recognition of his services. He held
a number of local offices of honor and trust, and
was ever a valued citizen.  In 1832, he emigrated
westward, and cast in hislot among the carly set-
Cook  County,
where he purchased eighty acres of raw land, but
in a short time the unbroken prairie was fenced
and transformed into rich and fertile fields.

H. MANN, M. D., one of the leading phy-

sicians and surgeons of Evanston, and the

efficient and popular Mayor of the city, is a
native of Rhode Island. He was born in Provi-
dence, on the 24th of November, 1837, and is a
son of Timothy M. and Eliza (Tupper) Mann.
Both parents came from New England families.
When our subject was about two years old, they
removed to Montgomery County, N. Y., where he
was reared to manhood. His education was ac-
quired in the public schools and in an academy.
Having determined to make the medical profes-
sion that in which he should labor, he entered a

man, and after a two-years course was graduated
from the University of Medicine in the eastern
metropolis.  Before entering the college he had
read medicine for two years under the direetion
of Dr. Grigys, of Montgomery, N. Y. After his
graduation he entered a drug store, spending two
years in that line of husiness.

He
first lived in a small basement cottage, but later
erected his large block, the first good business
block erected on Davis Street.

During the late war, Dr. Mann went to the
front as a surgeon for Capt. Perry, but remained
only a short time, owing to the earnest solicita-
tions of his widowed mother for his return home.
He has been honored with a number of official
positions, and served in the Board of Village Trus-
tees for one year, being one of those who secured
the water-works at this place. He was President
of the last Board of Village Trustees of Evanston,
and when the place was made a city was elected
its first Mayor, and has been re-elected, now
serving his second term in that office. It was
largely through his instrumentality that the fine
city hall which now graces Evanston was ercct-
ed.
