Another of Palatine’s old fpioneers
away this week when Mrs. Nancy
Sutherland died at her home io this
village, Tuesday, Nov. 15, 194, alter
a0 lllness of three days of poeuronis.

N. H., December 23, 1830,

with her brother-in-law, J. . Nice,
travellng by boat on thie Jakes to the
port of Chicago. From there they
came to Deer Grove. locating just
parth of the present village of Pala-
tive. There shie taught scbool for
some time at a salary of 8100 a week,

Tler busband enlisted In the war of
the rebellion, was commissicned cap-
taln and dled of typhold fever at
Young's Point. Miss., during the siege
of Vicksburg, January 27, 1863,

To them were born aix children,
three of whom survive them, Mrs.
Emma Matthel, Edward H., and Dr.
C. M. Sutherlani.

Mrs. Sutberland was an exceedingly
eourtenas, generous and kind lady, one
whom It was alwiys a plessure to
meet.

RUMORS ARE RIFE

Regarding Future of the Factory
Plant at Chicago Highlands.

For months past rumors have been
fylng about thick and fast regarding
the future of the"big manufacturing
plant wt Chicago Highlands, formerly
operated by the American Malleable
Iron company.  According to some ef
the reports the plant had been leased
for a term of years to the American
Car Equipment company of Chicago.
Another rumor was to the effect that
a large corporation for the manufac-
ture of wagons had secured a_lease of
the bulldings and would remodel the
plant to sult Its wanis

Again It was said that tbe Gould
ndry company of Chicago had se-
eured conitrol of the property and “If
Roosevelt was- reclected ‘would start
he furnaces at once.” Other rumors
are afloat, none of which can be verie
tled as contalning wn atom of truth,

For a year the Highlands Associ-
ation, owners of thé property, have
advertised the plant fur rent -or sale,
but up to the present time nuthing
satisfactory bas developed.

The Association now Is under a dif-
ferent manungemement, Lewls Miller,
who has been gencral munager sinée
the syndlcate was tormed, having re-
tired from that position,

It Is hoped that some arrangement
may be made whereby the extensive
and well-equipped foundry plant on
the Assoclation's pruperty will be. re
opened. The business Interests of
Barrington would profit greatly and
property values at the Highlands in-
crease rapldly.
