Interest In Proceedings.

The gallerios were crowded when
the senste met at 10 o'cloek, and great
Interest was demonstrated in the pro-
ceedings. A pumber of representa-
tives were present. Senator Knox
was excused from voling because il-
ness had prevented him hearing or
reading the testimony. The proceed-
Ings wers extremely impressive. Aft-
er the clerk had read each charge the
roll was called, and the senators as
thelr names were reached were re-
quired to and respond efther
“Gullty” or “Not guilty.”

The vote on the first artiele, which
charged Swayne with certifylng a
false claim for expenses, was 33 guilty,
49 not guilty.

The vote on the second and ihird
articles, belug similar charges, result:
ed in each case 3% pullty, 50 mot
gullty, Clark of Montara makliog the
oaly change.

Vote on Other Charges.

The fourth and fth articles relat-
e to the use of private cars. There
were only thirteen votes of gullty, alf
Domocrats.

On the sixth charge. that of non-
resideace by Judge Swaync in bis
distriet, the vote was 31 to bi. Clark
(Mont.) changed back to the afirma-
tive side, but Kittredge and McCum-
ber went to the negative. Dubols and
Gibson voted for coavlction.

On the seventh aricle, relatiog to
residence, the vote was 19 for con-
viction to 63 agalnst.

The vote on the elghth, ninth,
tenth and eleventh ariicles, covering
the contempt cases of E. T. Davls and
Simeon Belden, was 31 to 51 Dubols
(Dem.) and Hansbrough (Rep.) voted
for conviction and Bard (Rep.) for ac
qultal and McCuntber
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vere the only Republicans who voted
for conviction and Stane the only
Democrat for acquittal.
