Churches Get Together.

The first outstanding fact concern-
ing the distinctively misslonary work
of the islands by the Protestant
churches 15 the plan of cooperation
which was Iately adopted. Profiting
by the experlence of other misslon
flelds, the denominations early got
together to apportion the territory, so
that duplication and confliet might be
avolded. In order also to present a
united front for Protestantism, a com-
mon name, “Evangelleal churches
was adopted, In' place of the varled
and confusing denominational appel-
lations. From the first there has been

unity  and
among the missionarles; who are, as

In the division of the Islands among |

the denominations, the Methodists
bave the greater part of Luzon, north
of Manila, and the Presbyterians the
southern portion of the same Island as
well as four other fslands, The Dis-
ciples of Christ also have four sta-
tlons In the most northerly part of
Luzon. Since 1900 the Daptists have
occupled Negros, northern and sountn-
ern Panay angd the Island of Romblon,
with 17 misslonarles and 17 \natlve
congregations.
