Another
ofclal statement glver out was to the
effect that the president of the cabinet
would be supported by all the groups
of monarchists, who had agreed to for-
got provious differences.

The situation for Premler Franco
after the assassination of the king and
crown?prince became Impossible. Dur-
Ing the days which preceded the trag-
edy and during the tumultous manl-
fostations on the streets, with the
Iater discovery of vast storés of arms
and bombs, public opinton backed hlm
in his efforts to malntain order, but
the murders changed the entire com-
plexion of the situation.

Queen Amalia with Her Dead.

Al uight Queen Amella, In the royal
palace, sat bolween Lhe blers where
rested the bodies of her husband and
her son, prostrated with grief. Troops
guarded the palace; & aquadron of cav-
alry surrounded the house in which
the premler, Franco, passed the night;
