- Hotbeds are frequently troubled
with damplogoff, whish 1 due to &
fungus that sttacks the plants at the
wurface of the soll and causes them to
wilt and evectually to die. Ha pres-
ence is usually an Indlcation of Im-
proper msnagement, The fungus i
favorsd by molst atmosphere and high
tempersture. To avofd It the beds
sbould be watered {n the morning so
the plants will go Into the night dry.
Duriog mpells of dark, cold weather
the beds must be kept an dry As poe
aidls. Giving the beds too. litle Rir
faviian the diseass, Planta made to
ETOW too rapldly are most subject to
AL Bometimes when an atisck has
started 1t may be quelled by loosentng
up the sofl between the pisnta and
applylug soms sand or sulphur and by
changlog the mansgement If plants
Bte-shifted to another bed they can
ustally be saved.

The whole Liea in plant production
is 1o keep them growing slowly ‘but
steadlly. It ts very easy to force
them Lote & weak, rapld growth, but it
s mever good for the crop.
