Sucosss of Tent Bchems Last Bum-
mer 8o Proncuncad That it
Wilt Be Repusted.

Mothers of lttle bables that suffersd
much from the intense t in -the
early part of July last-simmer will be
Interemed In the wiccess of the “buky
tent” scheme adOpted in some of the
big citles.

The tents are placed on fint roofs ot
tall bullétngs end in open lots, with
eight ltte oradles or cofs In each
tent.  Wieh all was resdy mothers
of babies under two years were Invied
to leave them at the nearest avallable
tant aver night, so that the young-
sters, {n additlon to enloring the privi-
legs of sleeping out of doors, couwld
also receivs the attention of tratned
nurses and doctors free.

Boms of the tents have & perforated
Iron pips extending nlong the ridge
pole and connected with the city water
supply. On very hot nights the ¥aten
was turned on and allowed to stfeam
dowp over the canras. By evapors
ton It greatly reduced the tempers-
ture inside the tents. Bome of the
tents wers also kept cool by the use
of largs blocks of Ica in tubs before
the entrance. Electric fans blew the
eold alr from the joo loto the tents
suMiclently to keap the bables comfort-
ably cool. .

This I8 the way some of the poor
bables are balng cared for, but ihe
ideas could be utflized by any oue who
