ods of application of manore; the ef-
fect of supplementing manurs with
commercial fertilizer In connectien
with manure and the effect of substi
tutihg commercial fertiliser for ma.
nure {n the production of Gem melons.

expensive that there was little profit
derived from its use.

In the feld-planted crop the addition
of rock phosphate to the manure ap-
plied 1o the hills incremsed the aver
age yield and the net profits.

Attempts o grow melons without
MANURe Were not verr encournging.
When the complate commerctal fertl-
Yzgr was osed in the hills in place of
manure the yields were greatly re-
duced. This was especlally troe In
the fleld-planted crop, whera many
plants were kllled outright by the fer
tilizer and the maturiog of the melony
was greatly delayed on those that sur-
¥ived. Steamed bane applled to the
hills guve fair results, but the ylelda
were smaller than from (he use of
manvte In the hills, and some years
the plants.were “burned” by the fer-
Wikter. especially o the feld-planted
crop.  The check plat, without mannre
ar tertilizer, produced small ylelds,
especially in the Beld-planted erop,
where the meloas aleo ripened very
late,

The results of the experimenta indl.
cate that tha Inflience of diffarent
methods of fertilizing the muskmelon
sre more marked upon a feld-planted
crop: but that the most satisfactory
results In elther crop sre likely 1o be
secured from the use of & moderate
amount of well-rotted manure In the
hilla thodgh, If desired, thiz manure
may be supplemented with rock phos-
