Barrington voters will go to the polls 

Saturday to approve or reject the proposal 
to Host a $20,000 bond issue for the erection 
of an addition to the village hall.

Primarily, the purpose of the proposed 
improvement is to house the village fire 

■fighting equipment. At present fire engines 
are stored in local garages. The new building 
would provide a convenient, accessible

■ for the two engines, as well as for supplies 
and other necessary equipment, all under 
roof. It would also contain offices for the 
village treasurer and collector and for the 
village clerk. '

It has been determined that the saving 
in rentals and garage storage during the life 
of the bond issue would offset the cost/of the 
improvement.

From the standpoint of economy and 
veni/nce, the improvement would seem t 
a needed one, and its details judiciously 
sidered. | , •

T Ab art important link in the provieio 
a more adequate water supply and better 
fire protection, represented by the recent 
purchase of a mortem fire truck and the con­
templated drilling of a new well and installa­
tion of more efficient pumping machinery, 
the new building will be a factor in influenc­
ing a reduction in fire insurance rates which 
again will more than offset the cost of the 
improvement.
z Incidentally the present unsightly fire 

station will be tom down and the public prop­
erty at the comer of E. Station and S. Cook 
streets considerably enhanced in appearance 
_ not an unimportant consideration.

Add to these items of convenience arid 
safety, the fact that savings in two direc­
tions will more than qffset the cost o 
improvement, and there appears to t 
sound argument’ against it.

' The measure has, .. the Review under­
stands, the approval of the Barrington Cham­
ber of Commerce and other local.civic organ­
izations, but there is no concerted effort 
influence its passage. It apparently is the at­
titude of village officials, to give voters-the. 
freest possible reign to choose’or reject the 
proposal. But if there is no organized at­
tempt to secure the passage of the bond is­
sue, neither is there any organized opposi­
tion. It will be a matter solely, for individual 
determination, and a fair gauge of the temp­
er of the average citizen ini regard b 
matter of municipal improvement.
