Among all the toilers in civilised countries 

of the'world the condition of, coal npiriers is 
perhaps the worst, taken year after year.

i This is primarily another, illustration of 
the inexorable law of supply, and demand. 
While in some cases thecoal operators have 
been oppressive, and in others the miners 
have been unreasonable, the situation can on 
the whole be attributed to the simple fact 
that there are too many coal miners, and they 
appear to be unable to turn their hands to 
any other occupation.,' ; •

An interesting experiment is being planned 
by a group of wealthy, people in England', 
who propose to place one million unemployed 
British miners on farms in the Peace River 
country of Canada. • While the scheme is 
laudable enough in its conception there are 
manifestly many obstacles to be overcome, 
the greatest of which may be that'of inducing 
miners of the. right sort of mettle to make 
the change. <

Persons decended through generations of 
wage-earners of the humblest sdrt are unlike­
ly to be callable of developing the initiative 
and pioneering spirit so necessary to wresting 
a living from' a ne wagricultural section.
