year.
These boys are drawn from the .class 

which formerly roamed) the streets, engaging 
ip all sorts of deviltry. Now they spend niuch 

in their club, playing games or build­
ing radios, airplane models, toys and many 
useful articles. A specialty is making [toys 
for crippled children, craftsmanship going 
hand in hand with social education. ■ I'

Members of the' club seldom come bdfc 
the juvenile court any more. With suitable 
outlets for their energies they do not find.it 
necessary to engage in anti-social activities. 
Great gjo'od has been accomplished through: 
the'initiative of a group of forward-looking 
citizens who did no,t believe that the "bad" 
boy was as bad ns he seemed to be. And re­
sults have proved that they were right.
