newspapers -to give undue prominence I to 
stories of .cfime.is greatly deplorftd, but .Iopk- 
ing backw4rtl we may find a similar tendency, 
in jail history and literature.

The Old,Testament contains the records 
of many crimes of every kihd, beginning 
with Cain's murder-., of his [brother,..Abel, 
though without the minute details which 
accompany modern newspaper narratives.

Before, newspapers were of general circ 
Intion, certain important financial and b t 
ness houses of Europe arranged with cen t 
agencies for "news letters,"' which wa 
primarily for the purpose of keeping i 
formed on commercial matters.

An interesting collection of these letter 
from the correspondence of the Bouse 
Fugger, international bankers, is still pre­
served. They contain much news of cri; 
as well 03 that of business.

One-of these letters, dated, at Augsbi 
December 2,1585,..contains accounts of three 
murders, one attempted suicide and one ac­
cidental drowning. In another there is [an
