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TAFT AND

This month saw the end of the long and 
useful public career of William Howard 
Taft, the only man who has ever occupied 
in turn the offices of President and Chief 
justice of the United States. DI health 
caused him to resign from the latter office 
at the age of 72, after nearly half a century 
of almost continuous public service. '

Among the positions held by him during 
this long period were those of solicitor-gen­
eral of the United States, federal circuit 
judge, president of the Philippine Commis­
sion, first civil governor' of the Philippines, 
secretary bf war, [acting provisional govern­
or of Cuba, President of the United States 

'and finally chief justice.
Charles Evans! Hughes, who has, been ap­

pointed chief justice, is likewise one of the 
most distinguished of living Americans, and 
is now 67 years of age. He first became na­
tionally prominent as counsel for the 
strong insurance investigating 
of the New York legislature in. 1905.

He served two terms as governor of New 
York; was an associate justice of the United 
States supreme court, resigning to accept 
the Republican nomination for President 
1912, when he was defeated by Woodrow 
Wilson. He was jsecretary of state under 
Harding and Coolidge for four years, and1 
chairman of the international conference 
limitations of armaments held in Washing­
ton in 1921. He has served as a justice 
the permanent coiirt of- international justice 
and has taken part in numerous internation­
al conferences;in the interest Of peace.

Both outgoing and incoming chief -jus­
tices have the confidence and esteem of their 
fellow countrymen-in-the very highest de- 

- gree, and both havd been among the out­
standing figures jof their time in world af­
fairs. X

MARTHjA WASHINGTON 
The annual recurrence of Washington’ 

Birthday on February 22 is always the'in­
spiration of many editorials and articles 
the “father of His country." Occasionally 
some mention is [made of Martha Washing­
ton; his devoted wife, but her personality 
not as well, known as it deserves to be.

-iMrs. Washington was the daughter of 
Col. Dandridge, a; planter of New Kent coun- 

■ ty, Virginia, andj was the widow of Daniel 
Parke Custis at the time of her marriage to 
Washington on January 6, 1759, being the 
mother of four children by her first hus-

Two of her children died in infancy, the 
others being Martha Parke Custis and Col. 
John Parke Custis, whose granddaughter 
became the wife jof General Robert E. Lee, 
famed Confederate leader.

Mrs. Washington was short and plump, 
with hazel eyes and dark hair, her stature' 
being in marked contrast with, that of Gen­
eral! Washington! who was six feet 
inches in height. !'

| She inherited | considerable wealth from 
her [first husband; and this added to General 
Washington's fortune made them one of the 
wealthiest couples 'in America at the time, 
their estate being valued at more than $5,-

' George and Martha! Washington had 
children. Their married life extended o' 
a period of more tjhan 40 years, during which 
in peace and war; as well as in the exacting 
duties of a . Presnient’s wife, she was i 
faithful companion and helpmeet.

has no right to file a complaint against 

unless there is a special and substantial 
lie interest involved in the matter i
. The Sun further says:
“If the court has checked the trade com­

mission's costly interference with business 
lot of good has been done. The commission 

has given some wonderful examples of the 
way to keep bureaucracy alive. Now it in­
vestigates the du Pont company’s invest­
ments of surplus earnings. Again it sub­
poenas 700 witnesses to give their definition 
of castile soap. In the present instance wa 

thousands of dollars wasted, ill for the 
preservation of bureaucracy.
- It would beinteresting to know whether; 
in its fourteen years of operation the Feder­
al Trade Commission has ever performed 
piece-of work which did not cost more than 
it was worth to the public.

PUBLIC IS AIR SHY

Although the United States government 
is spending about 30 million dollars a year 
in aid of commercial flying, the aviation ii 
dustry is in serious difficulties, according 
to Postmaster General Brown. ,

Passenger air lines carried a paying load 
of only 16 to 40 per cent of their capacity 
last year, and operating losses have been so 
great says Mr. Brown, that;“the very life of 
the passenger transport industry is in the 
balance.” ,

He further points out that if the air lines 
should collapse through lack of public sup­
port the millions which the government, has 
contributed, as well as much of the money 
invested by the public, would be lost.

The trouble appears to be that air lines 
have been extended too rapidly. Only a small 
percentage of the public will as yet trust 
themselves to the airplane for long flights. 
Every airplane disaster which is s; 
across the front pages of newspapers tends 
to make people afraid of this form of t 
portation.

The public generally will become 
minded" only when convinced that air lines 
assure safety- as well as speed.

\ THANKLESS JOB
When Alexander Legge left the, presi­

dency of a big implement concern to head 
the Federal Farm Board he took a thankless 
job, in the opinion of Ed Howe, Kansas edi­
tor and philospher. Mr. Legge's former 
salary was $100,000 ayear; the government 
pays him $12,000. Says Howe:

“To trafisfer the president of such a
pany to Washington and make a politican of 
him is largely to reduce his usefulness, since 
he can not exercise his usual intelligence in 
politics as he did in manufacturing farm 
machinery. Immediately on his arrival in 
Washington, members of a Congressional 
committee, some of them cheap and 
liable men, attacked him and almost made 

: that Mr. Legge was a pickpocket.”
This is one of the reasons why really 

high class men hesitate to go in for public 
office,-particularly under the Federal gov-

official superiors, to which no man of ability 
and spirit cares to submit.

But if wfe ever think of the 30,000 killed 
and 800,000 injured in automobile accidents 
each year, we only shrug our shoulders and 
say, “fart it too had?”
