FEWER NAPS IN CHURCH

Religion is gaining ground if church
building is any gauge, for rickety shells that
once housed the faithful are passing, and

some of the splendid new structures outdo
old world cathedrals in beauty.

A nation-wide survey just completed, re-
veals some interesting facts. For instance
there are now about 167,000 church build-
ings, . not counting convents, i
schools and parsonages. One-fourth are ob-
solete, the replacement calling for 1,600 new
churches yearly. It is estimated that $218-
000,000 will be spent this year.
