General John J. Pershing, 70 years old on
‘August 13, has had perhaps the most re-
‘markable career of any American soldier of
his generation, and although retired from
+the Army since 1924 is still active as chair-
man of the American battle monuments
commission.
Born in Linn county, Missouri, he was
p;anud from West Point in 1886, gaining
actual battle experience the same
yur in the Apache Indian campaign. He
served in the Sioux war|of 1890-91; in the
‘Santiago campaign in '1898, and distin-
Himself in suécessful campaigns
against the Moros in the: Philippines, for
‘whieh_he was promoted from captain to
‘brigadier-general.

He wmmnded the expedition sent into
‘pursuit of Villa in 1916, and at the
uthresk of the World war was placed in
command of ithe' American Expeditionary
Farces in France. For his distinguished ser-
~¥ices in the war he was made Genleral of the
Armies of the United States, a-rank created
for him by Congress in 1919. He also re-
ceived the highest wilitary decorations from
*all the Allied nations,

General Pershing’s life has been marked
by many hardships-and at least one great
-sorrow.  His wife and three children were
‘burned to death in a fire at the, Presido, of
Ban Francisco on August 27, 1915, while he
was. absent from- the post on duty. Mrs.
Pershing was the daughter of Senator War-
