A final report of the CWA pro-

!jecta In Cuba township, made by

H. D. Kelaey, supervisor, revealed
that @ total of $35.246.71 was
apent in the form of wages tn
township men and women and in
purchase of materlals nsed in the
varlous projects,

The weekly payroll was in the
nefghborhond of $2700 while all
of the projects were progressing.
Nearly all of this money was paid
to men and women who had no
ather income and who had been
without work for months and In
some cases years betore the plan
aunched last December,

Mr, Kelsay reported that the
school  distriel. park  distriet,
schiool township and town of Cuba
cooperated In the various under-
takings of which there were more
than in the majority of townships
in_Lake county. The village pro-
Jects] were in Cook county and
were  worked separately from
Cuba town undertakings.

The Lake county CWA officer
commended the various local gov-
Ernments on their planning, prin-
cipally because of the fact that
‘most of the momey spent wenmt
Into permanent improvements in-
stend of into mere time marking
projects. Included in the projeets
were North Park, state highwars
In the town, cleaning up of the
Fox river lowlands and  Flint
creck. Bome Cuba men and wo-
men were employed at the high
school during the CWA period and
some were employed on the Lake
Zurich and Elz township projects.

The report showed that nearly
200 men and women recelved em-
ployment during the winter
months. Some of these had fairly
long work weeks while others
were kept on the job only a few
hours per week, the wages meant
additional incomes for the.fam-
ities. A large part of the money
spent at Barrington stores.

Although many persons were
not strongly In faver of the CWA
method of providing employment,
the existence of it was a facl and
Cuba town officials were success-
ful in bringing many CWA dol-
Inrs to this community from Lake
county headquarfers as the yil-
Inge officlals were suecessful in
bringing a large snm of CWA
money from Cook county hlll:
