It was fteared that the beds would
never recover their former extent
and beauty, but within the past
three or four years ther have rap-
ldly increased to thelr present
loveliness. Peattie says
that the first day the lotus flowers
are open only from dawn until
sunrise,  The second and  third
days ther remain open longer, and
the fourth day they stay open
till dusk., when the petals drop
off. The flowers are sometimes as
mueh as ten Inches across.

The receptacle In  which the
seeds form rises in the center of
the flower In & sort of top-shaped
structure, homey-combed on the
wpper surface. This becomes more
consplcuous when the petals have
tallen off, flost away, head down-
ward, until decay sets free the
large black seeds which sink to
the bottom. They ara belleved to
require a long time for germina-
tion, perhaps & period of years.
