“Proper headlights and clean
windows promote general safety
Uoth on highways and streets',
the bulletin sald. “One who driv:
es with a glaring 1ight may blind
& motorist coming from the oppos-
fte direction and thereby invite
4 collislon.  Just as well drive In
absolute darkness as Into a blind-
ing headlight.

“Dim your Leadlights at the ap-
proach of traffic, for your own saf-
ety In this Instance may depend
on the clear vislon of the driver
coming toward you.

“And so that' you may meet
the glare of other headlights more
successfully, keep your windshleld
clean, Dirty windshlelds are not
only hazards In themeolses, be
tause they decreass visibility, but
they also magnify the annoying
Elgre of headlights striking them,
To reduce the attendant rigk of
accldent make it a Kabit to keap
the glass in your windshield clean
at all times, And also remember
that the windshleld wiper 15 one
of the most Important safety de-
Vices. Keep It In good condition
