Stating that he had seen 75
shore birds In Deer Grove forest
preserve, John K. Preatlce con-
¢luded his deseripilon of shore
birds to 30 members and guests
of the Barrington Bird club, at a
meeting held at the home of Mr.
and Mrs. F. O, Fleming of Jewel
Park Tuesday evening, with an
exhibit of colored plates lllustrat-
Ing birds to be found in the fm-
mediate vicinity of Barrington.
r. Prentice sald that mueh of
s Information had been gleaned
from Dr. Wilfred W. Osgood, eur-
ator of zoology, and Colin C. San-
born, asslsstant curator, of the
Field Museum staff.

In defining shore birds to dis
tinguish them from cranes, storks,
nerons, etc., which are known as
marsh birds, the speaker stated
the ancestors of shore birds are
swimmers and all members of the
family awim naturally when ne-
cessary but only the phalaropes
disport themselves na gracefully
as minlature swans. A wing-
wounded gull falling on the beach
will take to the water and swim
vigorously but a similarly crippled
shore bird, falling into the water,
wlil swim to the beach and en-
deavor to run inland. supporting
the concluslon that shore birds
are phimarily of land  ancestry
with an Inherited art of swim-
ming.

Shore birds are divided into five
familles numbering §5 in all: oye-
ter eatchers, 4; plovers, turn-
stones and surf bicds, 21; wood-
cock and enipe, 56; avocets and
atilts 2; phalaropes, 1. They form
a valuable matlonal food reseurce
even though large numbers have

been  exterminated by market
hunters In recent years. Thelr
preservation is  essentlal to the

natlongl food supply and to benefit
agricylturs, Mr. Prentice  sald.
ot dne of them ever does harm
while many, have proved of real
value to agriculture.
