When his work erplalning bis the-
orles and discoverles appeared, It
w28 dedicated to the pope, In the
hopa of getting the sanction of the
chureh, but Copernlcus died sud-
denly soon atfter recelving the first
{printed copy. He was not punished
fon account of his doctrines, but
|Both Catholle and Protestant au-
thorities, with some exceptions, con-
demned them s unscriptural.
Gallleo, 70 years later, hecame
a0 ardent propagandist of the Co-
pernicus theory and thls brought
him Into conflict with the church
nuthorities. In March, 1618, the
Catholle congregation condemned
all books advancing the Copernlens
system ns a fact, ot merely as a
théory, Galileo, who bad promised
to teach It no more, was brought
before the Inquisition atter
long trlal was ordered to renounce
his sclentific theory and wes sen-
tenced to an indefnite term of im-
prisonment. This wns not strictly
enforced, as ke was allowed to re
mala in the homes of his friends,
