_Certain expenses such as salary

t the clearing house secretary are
Involved. These are paid from a
fund accumulated by a small ser-
vice charge (2 or 3 per cent)
against each assignment or trang-
fer of the scrip after the first,
That fs, the orginal depositor who
uges it to pay a bill gets 100 per
cent value on the amount he uses,
The merchant who accepts the
sctip, however must pay 2 or 3
per cent when he passes It on to
pay a bill of his own. But it he
holds it until the bank pays a
dlvidend, he does not take a redue-
tion as the final cash liquidation
fs for 100 per cent and not sub-
dect to a service charge,

An fllustration of how the plan
would be expected to operate for
the Individual was told by Mr.
Si6an. It follows:

“John Smith has a §500 deposit
against the bank. He assigns 10
per eent of his deposit amounting
to $60 16 the clearing house for
which he receives $50 cradit on
the clearing house books. - He
owos $10 to Tom Jones, a carpen-
ter, for repaising his porch. With
Mr. Joned' consent, Mr, Smith gels
n $10 serlp certifiente  from the
clearing house made out to Mr.
Jones and pays him, leaving his
awn account &t the elearing house
$40.  Mr. Jones then wants to
settle n §4 grocery account at the
Brown (rocery stora and a $6 ne-

count for shoes purchased at the
Green shoe store, He returns the
$10 certificate to the clearlng
house and has one made out for
$4 1o the grocery stors and an-
other for $6 to the shoe store. On
this transaction, however, the
clearlng house levies the service
charge of 2 or 3 per cent. Then
when the grocery store or the shoe
Proprietor wants (o use his Berip
certificate to buy hardware or gas-
oline or clothing, ha has the cer-
tiflcate exchanged at the clearing
house for new ones made out to a
hardware store, a clothing store or
a gasoline service station.
the service charge is deducted.’”
Des Pliines Likes It

The bank liquldation plan was
originated in Des Plalnes shortly
after the state bank of that elty
closed. It was based on an anti-
cipated 20 per cent dividend at the
bank. Eventually that bank pald
out 20 per cent, the scrip was ex-
changed for money and the clear-
Ing house association was dlshand-
ed. Soon afterwards a new clear-
ing holise was organized, hased ot
an additional 10 per cent dividend
fromthe bank. A few months ago
the bank pald the dividend, and
again the clearing house was dis-
banded, Now a third clearing
house based on another anticlpa-
ted 10 per cent dividend Is being
‘organized at Des Plalnes.

The plan has several definite ad-
vantages and ome or two disad-
vantages.

The ehlef advantage lies In the
fact that it glves the bank deposit-
ors purchasing power In advance
9f a bank dividend payment. If
A clearing house were orgaulzed
hare now, it would Immediately
give depositors local - purchasing
power equivalent to 10 gqr cent of
thelr claims.

‘The plan would stimulate busi-
ness for the merchants who coop-
orated.

The plan would hilp merchants
and other focal persons eollect old
debts from First State bank de-
