In orler 1o expadite sarly de-
livery of licemse plates Bacrelary
Haghes urged motorists to A1l out
applieation forms immedlately up-
on receipt, mailing them to bis of-
fice In Springfield properly rotar-
ized, and accompanied by correct
 fees clther In the form of ceril-
‘fied check, draft or money order.

Car owners desiring reassign-
ment of.their 1935 numbers must
make request and file their appli-
cation before December 1.
