A matfon-wlde soll conservatfon
program i now belng sponsored
and I8 active In all sectlons of ag-
ricultural states. The organization
bas been divided Into disiricts in
each county with a planning and
ipspection board conlacting far-
mers interested in the plan.

The plan is a composiie of the
best features brought out In the
reglonal conferences held recent-
Iy In Chicago, Balt Lake Clty, New
York and Memphls.

A goal Is set for 1936, which
includes an Inerease of erop land,
devoted to soil Jmproving and soll
consersing crops from iho 1330
level of 100,000,000 to 130,000,
000 acres, This is an attempt to
halt wasteful exploitation of soil
resources.

Plan calls for  production of
quantities of food and fibre ample
to  supply d omestic  comsumer
needs.

Plan ealls for soll-depleting
bage acreage for each  farm on
which application for payment is
made. The base is figured from
tho acreage the farm il
depleting craps in
