The end of May brings the wane
of blooms from even the Inte tulips
and we must give the spring bloom-
Ing bulbs same care to insure nest
year's “filooms.  Hemove flower
heads as they wither and thus con-
serve strength of the planis which
would otherwise be thrown into
soed production.

In the case of naturalized bulbs
in the lswn, such ss crocus or
‘poet’s narcissus. do not cut off the
lenves with the lawn mower until
the foliage turns brown.

In the cultivated tulip and hy-
acinth beds, apply o feeding of a
complete balanaced plant food im-
mediately after the flowering per-
iod; and do not remove the folinge
until it has begun to turn brown,
thus enabling the bulbs to store
up food for next year's bloom.

Now comes the problem of what
to plant in bulb beds. Annual
phlox, verbenas, and petunias are

I excellent annuals to sow. Lav-
ender sweet alyssum, lilac queen,
i8 & very good annual for use over
bulbs. This variely opens white,
but changes 1o lavender and deep-
ens to purple. It is very hardy and
will bloom very late. California
poppy is ancther annual reeom-
mended for bulb beds. Portulaca
is another shallow rooting little
annual which often self-sows and
once @ satisfactory stand is ob-
tained. replanting is not necessary.
