The 1936 board of review for
Lake county completed its work
of équalizing property values this
week and turned the books over to
the county clerk.
Property valuea for taxing pur-
'in the county increased
012 this year comparcd to
The total yaluation for
the county was $77,185,920, com-
pared to $76,845,908 in 1035
The board of review, composed
of John D, Thomas of Zion, chalr-
man of the board of supervisors
and ex-officle chalrman of the
board of geview ; Charles J. Wright
of Grayslake, and John E. Hayes
Sr. of North Chicago, completed its
work nine days carlier this year
than last year,
During fts session, the board
heard and adjudicated 757 com-
plaints by property owners In the
18 townships. The ajority of
complaints were made against real
estate valuationn.
Real estate valuations for the
county totalled $65,669,930, com-
pared to §65,567,044 last year, or
an increase of $120.885. Perso
