“In the year 1866 Mary Baker
Bddy, & kind, Intelligent New Eng-
land woman, made the discovery
of the divine laws of Life, Truth,
and Love. Bhe observed that just
in proportion as she understood
and Interpreted the law of man's
belng to the dally affairs of her
human experlence her thonght
was slevated and transformed, and
that this traznsformation was ex-
pressed In the enjoyment of a bat-
tar sensa of health, happiness, and
contentment,

“Because of her love for hu-
manity she desired to share her
discovery, and in 1875 she pub-
lished her book, ‘Sclence and
Health with Key to the Serip-

tures” In 1870 she organized a
church, ‘a church deaigned to
commemoraté (he words and

works of our Master, which should
reinstate primitive Christlanity
and its lost element of healing’
(Manaal, p. 17). In 1908 she e
tablished an internstional daily
newspaper which, from the stand-
point of clean journalism. ia re-
garded by many as the highest
standard In the newspaper world.

“Between the sge of fiftiy-four
and elghty-seven years Mrs, Eddy
EAve to the world & great book, a
great church, and a greal news-
paper. 1 am eure you will readlly
agree “Wint these major achieve-
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ments are sufficelnt evidence to
sustain our clalm that Mrs. Eddy
was a great benelactor to human-
ity.

“In her {extbook, ‘Science and
Health with Key to the Scriptures,’
#he says (p. 268): ‘In the material
world, (hought has brought to
light with great rapldity many use-
ful wonders. With like aetivity
have thought's ift pinfons been
rising towards the realm of the
real, to the spiritual cause of those
lower things which give impulse
to inguiry. Bellef in a material
basis, from which may be deduced
all rationality, 1s slowly yielding
to the idea of a metaphyleal basis,
looking away from matter to Mind
as the eause of every effect.”

“Reterring to her revelation she
says (ibid., p; 107}, ‘In the year
1868, I discovered the Christ
Bclence or divine laws of Life,
Truth, and Love, and named my
discovery Christian Sclence. She
had discovered the law which
Christ Jesus taught and practiced
~—the law which he applied In
bhealing disease, the law which
Eave sight to the blind, the law
which loosed the dumb tongue,
the law which cleansed the lapers,
the law which ralsed Lasarus and
others from the dead. He w
the law of God, but he left
